The Committee also reviewed nominations for the faculty recipient of the UCI Medal and forwarded one name to the Chancellor for his consideration. 

In response to the Senate Chair’s request, the Committee held a special meeting to discuss the implications of honoring more than one person in an award category.  A team teaching award was submitted for the first time and the Committee selected the three-member team from the School of Physical Sciences for the Distinguished Faculty Award for Teaching.  In two other Senate award categories, the Committee selected two equally qualified faculty members to share the award in two categories:   Distinguished Assistant Professor Award for Research and Distinguished Mid-Career Faculty Award for Service.  The Committee carefully reviewed the general merits and history of awarding more than one award in a category, and discussed the particular choices that the Committee made at its March 7 meeting.  After lengthy deliberations, the Committee confirmed its original decisions.
Professor Chen Tsai, Department of Electrical and Computer Science, was elected to chair the Committee on Scholarly Honors and Awards for 2006-07.

New and/or Continuing Business

UCI Medal (Faculty Recipients):

In order for the Committee to identify more faculty recipients for the UCI Medal, it was decided that the UCI Medal's nomination process needs to be separated from the nomination process for the other Academic Senate awards.  An earlier call for nomination that coincides with University Advancement's procedures will need to be implemented, and a discussion to finalize the new policy and procedures will take place at the beginning of Fall Quarter 2006.
