UCI Medal:
In response to the Chancellor’s request for more faculty nominations for the UCI Medal, the Committee developed a new and separate procedure for the 2006-07 academic year.  A call for the UCI Medal nominations, separate from the Senate’s research, teaching and service award nomination process, was distributed during the Winter Quarter.  The academic Deans were contacted with a request for assistance in identifying outstanding candidates from each academic unit.  The separate procedure was successful and produced eleven nominations which was many more than in previous years.  Five nominations files were forwarded to the Chancellor for his consideration, although none were chosen. 

Proposed Changes to Irvine Bylaw127:

The Committee proposed several changes to Irvine Bylaw 127 that were approved by the Senate Cabinet and the Irvine Divisional Senate Assembly.

The Committee on Scholarly Honors and Awards proposed increasing its voting membership 
from an even number, six, to an uneven number, seven. This will eliminate tie votes and 
splitting the amount of the award between two recipients.  The Committee has also added a 
sentence which will provide for a procedure when there are two equally qualified candidates 
in an award category. (Approved: 11/21/06)

To conform with the separation of Graduate Studies and Research into two administrative 
offices, it is now appropriate to remove the wording, "Dean of Graduate Studies," from the 
Bylaws membership section.  (Approved: 11/21/06)

The Academic Senate’s councils and committees were asked to review their bylaws’ 
duties and to consider adding oversight of activities that would enhance diversity.  In 
response, the Committee on Scholarly Honors and Awards unanimously approved adding the 
following sentence:  “The committee shall seek diversity in the slate of the Senate award 
nominees.”  (Approved:  4/25/07)
