CEP Programs and Policy Subcommittee

Throughout the academic year, in addition to the review of new major proposals and policy issues, the Programs and Policy Subcommittee reviewed and prepared matters for the CEP agenda and Consent Calendar relating to the establishment of new minors, changes to existing majors and minors, approval of new courses to fulfill breadth categories, and changes to previously approved breadth courses.  The Subcommittee also reviewed proposals for new or adjusted change of major criteria during the fall and spring quarters.  The Subcommittee was composed of eight CEP members, three ex-officio members, and was assisted by consultants from the offices of the Editor, Registrar, Admissions, Academic Counselors, and Composition.

Program Related Actions

Ninety program related actions were taken (see Appendix I):

· Three new undergraduate majors were recommended for approval; 

· two new minors were endorsed; 

· one proposal for a new minor was returned for further information; 

· one new concentration and one new specialization were endorsed; 

· fifty-two changes to major degree requirements were endorsed; 

· fifteen changes to minor requirements were endorsed; 

· six changes to honors requirements were endorsed; 

· eight changes to specialization requirements were endorsed; 

· eight changes to concentration requirements were endorsed; and,

· one request for a degree change, which included two specializations and one concentration, was returned to the department for lack of a faculty vote.

UCI General Catalogue text

One revision to the UCI General Catalogue text was reviewed and endorsed by the Programs and Policy Subcommittee: Proposed clarification regarding breadth course credit.

Breadth Courses

Breadth approval was granted for a total of 177 courses: 

· breadth for sixty-three new or existing courses; 

· changes were approved for ninety-nine previously approved breadth courses; 

· nine breadth courses were deleted; 

· three breadth courses were deactivated; and, 

· breadth was removed from three courses by request of the department.  

· Two courses were denied breadth.

First Year Integrated Programs (FIP)

FIP courses consist of three-quarter multidisciplinary sequences for freshmen only.  CEP approved the proposed program and two courses during the 2005-06 academic year and plans an assessment of the FIP courses after two years, which will include assessment of the quality of the writing being produced. 

Three new courses were submitted to the Programs and Policy Subcommittee for FIP.  Due to time constraints, the Subcommittee sent them forward to the full CEP for approval review. 
General Education

The Council on Educational Policy concluded a multi-year campuswide effort to create a new plan for General Education (GE) to replace the breadth requirements.  The plan was approved by the Divisional Senate Assembly on June 7, 2007, to be effective fall 2008.  

As part of the process, CEP determined to identify an initial set of courses to satisfy the new GE categories.  A number of courses were straight-across category transfers which were approved on Consent Calendars.  Additional courses required further review by the Programs and Policy Subcommittee (Policy).  These course lists were sent to Policy on what was characterized as a fast-track approval process.

Policy discussed these lists at its May 17 meeting.  There was unanimous opposition to the idea of moving any of these courses forward without a full review for compliance with both the category definitions and boundaries, for which consensus has not yet been reached in several cases.  Policy members were not comfortable with the fast rack approval route.  Some of the concerns identified were:

· The extent to which upper division courses should be considered for GE.  The rule of thumb that evolved in the Category II, Science and Technology, and V, Quantitative, Symbolic, and Computational Reasoning, ad hoc committees was that any course whose prerequisites do not already satisfy the GE requirements in that category should be considered for GE qualification.

· There was significant disagreement within the Category II, Science and Technology, ad hoc committee whether basic computer science courses (in ICS or Engineering) should qualify for consideration.

· Is double listing wise in general?

· What are the standards to qualify for Category IX, Laboratory or Performance?

Change of Major Criteria

The Programs and Policy Subcommittee reviewed proposals for four sets of existing change of major criteria: Public Health Sciences, Information and Computer Science, Informatics, and Humanities. The first three were endorsed and sent forward; the Humanities request was withdrawn.  In 2006-07, CEP performed a follow-up review on existing change of major criteria for Psychology and Social Behavior, asking the department to revise their current criteria.  Due to extenuating circumstances, the requested revisions were tabled for one year.  The requested changes were submitted and endorsed in spring of 2007.

Additional Policy Issues Endorsed by the Subcommittee and Forwarded to CEP for Final Approval

1. A proposed policy change to Access UCI: Concurrent Enrollment which incorporated a change to IR A385, Normal Progress Requirements (Undergraduate).  The proposed change states that “UCI students will have the units and grade points of courses taken through Access UCI transferred to their record when they have been admitted or readmitted to regular student status.”

2. In a Systemwide effort to enhance the University’s efforts at achieving diversity in as many ways as possible, committees were asked to review and think about their contributions to diversity.  The Programs and Policy Subcommittee endorsed a revision to add a new section to Bylaw 85. Educational Policy (Undergraduate), Council on, (1) Programs and Policy,  that states, (4) make recommendations consistent with established educational policy and give full consideration to campus diversity issues, to the views of appropriate schools, departments, and other academic units in matters relating to their educational policy
3. A request from the Program in Nursing Science for an exception to IR 390. Minimum Grade Requirement in the Major (Undergraduate), to add the following courses in the 2.0 grade point average calculation for students in the Nursing Science major: Biological Sciences 93, 97, 98, 99, E109, M122; Chemistry 1A-B-C, 1LB-1LC, 51A; basic statistics (Biological Sciences 7, Mathematics 7, or Statistics 7).

4. A proposal for a change to IR A345 – Incomplete Grades.  Under the current regulation, the “I” grade can remain permanently on the transcript.  Under the proposed revised policy, the “I” would ultimately change to an “F” if not replaced.
